At our last meeting in May the board approved a bid to replace windows and a door at the Library building. High 

concentration has been placed on this building over the last several years and this latest project will put the building in decent 

condition with most of the major exterior features upgraded. Many were long overdue. 

Our Parks Committee continues to work on a Master Plan to enhance the use of Robbins Brook Park and Drews Nature 

Center. Somewhat related, the Town Board is discussing ideas to control ATV/Motorcycle use along the West Shore Linear 

Park. In recent years the former rail bed has become an attraction for more use and unfortunately high amounts of abuse to 

include trespassing on private property, crop damage, property damage, public road violations, theft, and general public 

nuisance. Though the board has the intention of keeping the trail open and available for ATV use, we must mitigate these 

ǇǊƻōƭŜƳǎΦ ¢ƘŜ ƛŘŜŀ ƛǎ ǘƻ ǇǊƻǾƛŘŜ ŀ ǎƻƭǳǘƛƻƴ ǘƘŀǘ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ǇǳƴƛǎƘ those who use the area responsibly.

This spring, the Legislature has been addressing a variety of capital projects.   

All of them are designed to benefit county residents.   

 

The most significant project is the communication / radio system used by the police, fire and medical personnel in Genesee 

County.  This was approved by the Legislature in May, 2013 and the contract was awarded to Harris Communication.  Because of 

FCC requirements, aging equipment, and significant coverage issues, an upgrade was warranted.  Previously there were three 

towers covering the county that left major gaps in coverage (Bergen being one of them).  With the new system, additional 

towers are being built in Alabama, Darien and Bergen (by the water tower at the corner of Routes 33 & 19). The new equipment 

on the three original towers was activated in February and the three new towers will go on line in August.  The total project cost 

with land acquisition, equipment & technical consultants will be approximately $11M with 40% grant funded.   

Anyone that has called the county on a regular basis is aware of the telephone issues.  Again, the equipment is antiquated and 

replacement parts are difficult to obtain.  The Legislature has approved the purchase of a new phone system which will be fully 

operational by November.  This system will cost approximately $650,000. 

There will also be a number of road and bridge projects this summer designed to address the deteriorating highway 

infrastructure.  

The Legislature continues to review options for the long term financial viability of the county nursing home.  During the past few

Aligning the workforce of our county to the jobs of today and tomorrow is a primary goal of the Genesee County Economic 

Development Center (GCEDC).  Developing an educated and qualified workforce is just as important as assisting businesses to 

locate or expand here.  Our manufactures, distributors, and professional service companies in the region need a highly qualified 

educated workforce to maintain their status as leaders in their industry sector.   

With this in mind the Byron-Bergen Central School District has partnered with several organizations and 12 regional school 

districts to create the WNY Tech Academy.  Established through a 7-year New York State Pathways to Technology grant, the 

WNY Tech Academy is one of 16 schools opening statewide focused on providing students a 6-year pathway to a high school 

diploma and a 2-year college degree ς all at no cost to students or their families.  The Academy is recruiting current 8th grade 

students now, for their first year of programming.  Students who apply and are accepted to this program will spend their 

freshman year at their home district and will travel to the new Tech Academy facility at Byron-Bergen High School half of the day 

during their sophomore through senior year.  Two years of commitment to attending Genesee Community College classes and 

internships in real businesses settings will round out this amazing six year program.  Again, all students that successfully 

complete the program ǿƛƭƭ ǊŜŎŜƛǾŜ ŀ Cw99 ŀǇǇƭƛŜŘ ŀǎǎƻŎƛŀǘŜΩǎ ŘŜƎǊŜŜ ŦǊƻƳ D// that will allow them to continue on with their 

education, move directly into the workforce, or pursue other goals.
