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Bergen Supervisor’s COVID-19 update April 25, 2020
As of April 23, 2020, there were 141 cases of COVID19 in Genesee County.  Six hundred forty-seven Genesee County residents have tested negative for COVID 19. There have been 64 people who have recovered. Three deaths have been reported.

The Town of Bergen facilities remain closed to the public. The transfer station is open during its normal schedule; please use social distancing while accessing the station. If you need bags, please call the Town Clerk’s office at 494-1121 x 21.

For any of our seniors who need help obtaining meals or medication, please call the Village of Bergen at 494-1513. We have volunteers who are ready to help our seniors.

Per Executive Order, masks are required when in public if social distancing (six feet) cannot be maintained. If you are going to the grocery store or the pharmacy, you should wear a mask. If you are going to pick-up a meal from a restaurant, you should wear a mask.

Genesee County has received a large quantity of reusable cloth masks from FEMA. The county is making them available to seniors, essential workers and those not able to afford a mask. Those needing a mask should contact the Emergency Operation Center at 585-815-7178 to arrange pick-up.
