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Free food assistance is available locally:

This Monday, May 18, 2020 there will be a Food Link food distribution at the Bergen Evangelical Presbyterian Church , 38 S. Lake St., Bergen 14416, from 4PM until the boxes run out. It will be a drive through, with no personal contact. They ask there be only one person in the car and that you stay in your car and pop the trunk. The volunteers will put the food into your trunk. Generally this will be a generous box of canned goods and pantry items and some produce. Everyone is welcome. There are no qualifications to meet and no questions asked – you are just asked to show your driver license so Food Link can determine need in this geographic area.

 
Each Monday, Wednesday and Friday food assistance is available at the Salvation Army Church building at 529 E. Main St, Batavia, NY 14020  (corner of Spruce St). They are open from 9:30am to 12:30pm. Pull into their small parking lot at the back of the building and follow their directional signs to pull up at their double back doors. Stay in your vehicle and pop your trunk. All are welcome. A staff person will come out and ask what assistance you need. When you say food, the staff person will ask how many are in your household, and jot down your license plate number. Other than that there are no qualifications to meet and no questions asked.  Then you wait a few minutes while staff inside fill a cart with food for you. One of them will push the cart out to your car and load the food into your trunk. Generally this is a generous box of canned goods and pantry items, produce, bread, eggs, dairy and meat items.

 
This Wednesday May 20,   next Saturday May 23 and next Wednesday May 27  the North Bergen Presbyterian Church Food Pantry will be open. Make a note, the pantry is open each month on the 3rd and 4th Wednesday evenings from 5:30-8:30pm,  and the 3rd and 4th Saturday mornings from 9am-12:30pm.  You drive around back of the church and stop near the entry ramp, stay in your vehicle and pop your trunk. A volunteer will ask you for your name, address and phone number, and number of children, adults, and seniors in your household. This information guides Food Link's assistance to the food pantry. Other than that there are no qualifications to meet and no questions asked.  All are welcome. The volunteers will place the food in your trunk. Generally this is a generous box of canned goods and pantry items,  bread, eggs, frozen meat and vegetables.
